At the Festival in Washington, D.C., in addition to participating in writing workshops and attending KCACTF invited productions, you will be eligible for the following scholarships and awards:

· National Critics Institute Award – 1st place: full scholarship (travel, tuition, room & board) to attend The National Committee for the Performing Arts O'Neill Theater Center Summer Fellowship Program; 2nd place: 50% scholarship (tuition, room & board) to attend the O’Neill Summer Program.  NOTE: We encourage 2nd place winners to secure travel funds as a matching grant from their home institution.

· National Dramaturgy Award – at least one award: complimentary membership to Literary Managers and Dramaturgs of America (LMDA); and further professional development opportunities such as serving as an Literary Assistant at the O’Neill Playwrights’ Conference or as an Literary Assistant at the Playwrights’ Center’s PlayLabs in Minneapolis.

Evaluation and final determination of national winners will be made during the national festival week in D.C.  Based on activities during the week, workshop leaders and master teachers – including the Director of the National Critics Institute and a panel of professional dramaturgs – will determine the national winner or winners.
