While at the festival in Washington, D.C., in addition to participating in workshops, you may also be eligible for the following scholarships and awards:
· National Barbizon Design Awards in Scenery, Costumes, and Lighting –“observerships” to the Ming Cho Lee “Clambake” for graduating MFA candidates; Memorial Day Weekend, the Lincoln Center, N.Y.C.
· Barbizon Fellowship in Lighting – Design Fellowship at the O'Neill National Playwrights' Conference: serve as design assistant to resident designer; includes travel, housing, and tuition waiver to month-long summer program.

· National Sound Design Award – Design Fellowship at the O'Neill National Playwrights' Conference: serve as design assistant to resident designer; includes travel, housing, and tuition waiver to month-long summer program.

· Alcone Makeup Award

· National Partners of American Theatre (NAPAT) Design Award – awarded to one designer from any area: Week-long fellowship with the Korean-based KANUA; fully funded by NAPAT.

In addition – before the national festival in April:

· Regional Barbizon Design Award winners in Scenery, Costumes, and Lighting are invited to exhibit their winning displays at the national USITT conference; usually held in March.

· The exhibit fee is waived.  Entry forms must be marked “Barbizon Winner”.

· Barbizon will pay shipping for displays to be sent from USITT to the Kennedy Center for the national festival
