Once in D.C. you will:
· Attend workshops, master classes and-potentially- new play rehearsals.

Your presence and participation at the national festival, and the Irene Ryan Afternoon of Scenes on Saturday afternoon, April 19th, makes you eligible for the following scholarships and awards; winners will be announced following the auditions on Saturday afternoon:

· Irene Ryan Acting Scholarship – two scholarship awards of $3,000 each paid directly to educational institution of choice.
· Kingsley Colton Award – $500 to Outstanding Partner.

· National Stage Combat Workshop Fellowship – Three-week summer residency at NSCW: tuition, travel, housing; awarded for performance and work in master classes during festival week.

· National Partners of American Theatre Acting Award – scholarship and travel opportunities that vary each year; awarded for the outstanding classical performance in the Irene Ryan Auditions Scholarship Auditions.

· Williamstown Theatre Festival Apprenticeship- residency at WTF, $500 stipend, travel.  

· Mark Twain Award for Comic Performance – $2500 scholarship awarded for the outstanding comic performance in the Irene Ryan Acting Scholarship Auditions.

· The Margolis Method Summer Intensive Acting Fellowship –tuition, travel, housing; awarded for performance and work in master classes during festival week.

· The Sundance Theatre Laboratory Acting Fellowship – full scholarship to summer Sundance Theatre Lab: travel, housing, meal allowance.
· VASTA Award for Vocal Excellence - $500; awarded for outstanding vocal work in the scholarship audition and for work demonstrated in a VASTA-sponsored master class during the Festival week.
Other IMPORTANT information: 

Regarding the Irene Ryan Evening of Scenes –  

· Ryan candidates must pay any required royalties ($15.00 per piece); you will be reimbursed by the Kennedy Center upon proof of payment.

· You will receive one complimentary ticket for the Irene Ryan Evening of Scenes. 

· Additional tickets can be purchased on line through the Kennedy Center Box Office. 

· No rehearsal spaces are available to you at the Kennedy Center.

· A staging rehearsal for the Evening of Scenes will occur on Friday afternoon, April 17th, 2008.  This is a mandatory rehearsal for Ryans and Partners ONLY.  This rehearsal is not open to faculty, coaches, or family.

· There will be a dress rehearsal run-through on Friday afternoon, April 17th and Saturday morning, April 18 2009 (your specific onstage rehearsal time will be determined during Festival week).  This rehearsal is open to faculty and coaches; not to family members.
